Women in Migration from Rural Turkey: A View from Two Turkish Researchers

HasNa is pleased to sponsor an evening of discussion with presentations from two Turkish researchers on women from rural Turkey.  

Dr. Sebnem Koser Akcapar received her PhD. from the Catholic University of Leuven, in Belgium.  She is now a visiting scholar at ISIM. Her research has focused on the role of social networks, gender, and religion in international migration.  Her discussion will be on immigrant women from rural Turkey to Western Europe and the degrees of adaptation.  

Dr. Bulent Gulcubuk received his PhD. from Ankara University in Turkey.  Dr. Gulcubuk’s research area has been on rural development with a particular focus on women. He will report from his most recent research based on interviews with women in rural Turkey with a particular emphasis on the women’s own stories toward their hopes for economic development.

Women’s role has always been significant in social change, particularly for those living in predominantly rural areas.  Basic research on issues dealing with rural women in development can help us understand many hurdles changing societies face at such times.  It is a rare opportunity to have two scholars who are engaged in research that attempts to explain some of the challenges that confront women from rural areas in Turkey.  Policy implications of these findings may help us understand why particular attention needs to be paid to women who come from rural versus urban areas.  Even if they migrate to other countries, their point of origin makes a difference in their new societies.  

The question that may be answered by these researchers is, “what can we learn from their research on rural women that may help us construct appropriate policies for economic and social development?”
